Contact Your Legislators and Tell Them
Tell them the New York state Empire State Film Production Credit program, has been a remarkable success providing job growth and prosperity during recessionary times.
Tell them you have worked more in the last 5 years than in the previous 5.

Tell them you belong to (union, guild, association, vendor, manufacturer, service company).
Tell them how many members or employees are in your organization.

Tell them what you do …in your own words, tell them about your job.
Tell them how you spend your paycheck. You are the multiplier effect. You take the money earned from your job and distribute in your community purchasing goods and services. 
Tell them your job provides you with health benefits.  You contribute to the public good instead of relying on it.

Tell them about the taxes you pay… sales tax, income tax to the state and city, property tax. 

Tell them how you see tourists watching the film crews. And you wonder who those tourists are, where they are from, why they came to NY and how much they spend.

Tell them NYC locations are instantly recognizable all over the world because of films, TV shows and commercials shot here.

Tell them that in 2009, “Law and Order” will surpass Gun Smoke’s 20 year record as the longest running scripted drama show on television. 

Tell them you are a part of a talent pool unrivaled anywhere else.  New York’s creative, artistic and skilled film professionals are a strategic asset to attract productions.

Tell them New York has an unparalleled infrastructure to support production and post production.

Tell them that other locations can be made to look like New York, on stage or in the digital back lot. But NY is the real location. 

Tell them you have traveled to Connecticut, Massachusetts, Rhode Island and other states to work… and you would rather work where you live.

Tell them tourists travel to Orlando and Hollywood, paying for admission to tour a non working back lot of a movie studio. In New York, for the price of a bridge or tunnel toll, or Metro Card, working locations and historical filming sites are free for the watching.
Tell them to support continuation of the Empire State Film Production Credit program. 
Tell them it returns $1.90 to the state for every $1.00 the state allocates toward the program.

Tell them you think it is a good deal for NY that productions spend money in the present to get a discount on their tax bill in the future.
Tell them the ESFPC needs to be renewed, replenished and resourced. 

Tell them the ESFPC has created thousands of good paying jobs for New Yorkers.

Tell them the ESFPC works. It works for all New Yorkers and New York’s economy.

Tell them over a hundred years ago, New York was the birthplace of the American movie business.
